To balance
development and environmental preservation, key proposals
include tougher pollution regulations, the adoption of effective
groundwater management procedures, and the protection of it's
land.

other countries of the world. During the Kumbh Mela, a number of
Ceremonies take place; the traditional Procession of Akharas called
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'Peshwai' on Elephant backs, horses and chariots, the Shining
swords and rituals of Naga Sadhus During 'Amrit Snaan, and many
other Cultural activities that attract millions of Pilgrims to attend
the Kumbh mela. It is situated in the North Indian State of Uttar
Pradesh. Prayagraj is one of the fastest growing cities In India at
present. It is located 205 kilometers south of the state capital,
Lucknow. It is one of four sites of The mass Hindu Pilgrimage
Kumbhmela, the others being Haridwar, Ujjain and Nashik. Every
year in the Month of January Magh mela is organized at Sangam,
while every six year Ardh Kumbh and every twelve Year Maha
Kumbh is organized. It has a position of importance in Hindu
scriptures for it is situated at Triveni Sangam, the confluence of the
holy rivers Ganges, Yamuna and ancient Saraswati River.
Allahabad district has a population of about 60 lakh while Prayagraj
city has a population about 12 lakh As per the 2011 census. It has
literacy rate is 72.3% and an area of about 70 km. and is 98 mt.
(332ft) above Sea level. Hindi, Urdu and English are the languages
that are spoken in Prayagraj. The dialect of Hindi Spoken in
Prayagraj is Awadhi, although Khariboli is most commonly used in
the city area.

INTRODUCTION :

Its southern
location is 205 kilometers from Lucknow, the
capital of the state. Along with Haridwar, Ujjain,
and Nashik, it is one of the four locations that
make up the Kumbhmela, a massive Hindu
pilgrimage. At Sangam, there is an annual Magh
mela in January, as well as Ardh Kumbh every
six years and Maha Kumbh every twelve years.
The site's significance in Hindu scriptures stems
from its location at Triveni Sangam, where the
sacred rivers Ganges, Yamuna, and the ancient
Saraswati River converge. According to the
2011 census, the population of Prayagraj city is
over 12 lakh, whereas the population of
Allahabad district is around 60 lakh. It covers an
area of around 70 km? and is located 98 mt. (332
ft.) above sea level; the literacy rate is 72.3%.
Prayagraj is home to speakers of Hindi, Urdu,
and English. Although Khariboli is the most
popular dialect in the metropolitan region,

Some parts of the city also have Bengali and
Panjabi speakers. This city is home to adherents
of every major faith. Akhabar Fort, Anand
Bhawan, Khusoro Bagh, All Saints Cathedral
Church, Chandra Shekher Azad Park, Nag
Basuki Temple, and the High Court are among
the most popular tourist spots. “Faith, culture,
and togetherness are all symbolized by the Maha
Kumbh Mela, one of the world's most
monumental and important spiritual gatherings.
This pilgrimage, which is expected to be held in
Prayagraj from January 13" to February 26"
2025, attracts millions of worshippers from all
over the world. In ancient Hindu mythology, the
Samudra Manthan (the churning of the ocean)
was a major event when gods and demons fought
for the precious nectar of immortality (Amrit).
This mythology provides the foundation for the
Maha Kumbh Mela. As a sign of heavenly mercy
and spiritual cleansing, the pitcher (Kumbh)
came to represent these ideals. The pilgrims of
the Kumbh Mela believe that a dip in one of the
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sacred rivers can wash away their sins and bring
them enlightenment (Moksha). The Maurya and
Gupta dynasties are the ancestors of the current
practice, which has been preserved through the
ages. In 2017, it was included into UNESCO's
Representative List of the Intangible Cultural
Heritage of Humanity, a testament to its
evolution into a cultural phenomenon
acknowledged worldwide. Every fourteen
decades, in Prayagraj, the hallowed trinity of the
rivers Ganges, Yamuna, and the legendary
Saraswati—the Triveni Sangam—hosts the
Maha Kumbh Mela. The Haridwar, Nashik,
Ujjain, and Prayagraj Kumbh Melas occur every
twelve years, and this one is only one of them. It
is a fortunate moment for spiritual pursuits
according to astrology, which takes into account
the Sun, Moon, and Jupiter's alignment. As part
ofthe holy ceremonies, devotees sing devotional
songs (kirtans), do traditional dances, and have
spiritual talks, showcasing India's rich cultural
legacy. Saints and ascetics from different
Akharas (spiritual orders) lead ceremonial
processions to the Shahi Snan (royal baths), the
event's focal point, to immerse into the sacred
waters, Promoting moral and ethical principles,
the Akharas stand as symbols of togetherness
among variety. Beyond its religious importance,
the Maha Kumbh Mela showcases India's
organizational skills by turning Prayagraj into a
makeshift metropolis with modern utilities,
safety nets, and sanitation. Diverse groups
together in a spirit of dedication and joy,
providing a forum for cultural interaction.
Coming up in 2025, the Maha Kumbh Mela will
be a potent representation of India's timeless
traditions, inspiring spiritual enlightenment and
global camaraderie. Witnessing and taking part
in this one-of-a-kind event is an extraordinary
opportunity because it captures the spirit of
religion, community, and tradition.

Mahakumbh Mela 2025: A Global Spiritual
Phenomenon

The Mahakumbh Mela 2025, widely regarded as
the largest religious gathering on Earth,
commenced with the auspicious Shahi Snan
(Amrit bath) on 14" January 2025, coinciding

with Paush Purnima. Held every 144 years
during arare celestial alignment, the event draws
devotees, saints, and pilgrims from across India
and the world to the sacred confluence of the
Ganga, Yamuna, and the mythical Saraswati at
Triveni Sangam, Prayagraj, Uttar Pradesh.
Spanning 45 days, from 13" January to 26"
February 2025, the festival includes several
major Amrit bathing rituals of immense
religious and cultural significance, including:

« Makar Sankranti (14" January),Mauni
Amavasya (29" January),Basant Panchami
(3" February), Maghi Purnima (12"
February), Maha Shivaratri (26" February).

Spiritual and Environmental Initiatives : The
event was inaugurated with a grand Namami
Gange Yagya, a ceremonial pledge to preserve
the purity and flow of the Ganga River. Over 200
Ganga Sevadoots and thousands of volunteers
participated in this ritual, emphasizing youth
contributions to the Ganga Swachhata Abhiyan,
anationwide campaign for river conservation.

Safety and Security Measures : To ensure the
safety of over 1.5 crore (15 million) devotees
expected to attend, the Uttar Pradesh Police,
along with the National Disaster Response Force
(NDRF), has implemented extensive security
measures. Key initiatives include:

» Deployment of specialized water police units
at Triveni Sangam to manage the influx
during ritual baths.

o Strategically stationed NDRF teams
equipped for disaster response, ensuring
public safety and emergency preparedness.

Cultural and Mythological Significance : The
term Kumbh refers to a pot or vessel,
symbolizing the mythical urn containing the
nectar of immortality (amrit) in Hindu
mythology. The Kumbh Mela rotates every 12
years among four sacred sites—Prayagraj (UP),
Haridwar (UK), Nashik (MH), and Ujjain (MP).
Inrecognition of the event's magnitude, the Uttar
Pradesh government has declared the
Mahakumbh Mela area in Prayagraj as a special
district from 1" December 2024 to 31" March
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2025, facilitating focused administration for the
festival.

National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) :
Formed under the Disaster Management Act,
2005, the NDRF specializes in responding to
natural and man-made disasters. With battalions
sourced from Central Armed Police Forces
(CAPFs) such as the BSF, CRPF, CISF, ITBP,
and SSB, the NDRF plays a pivotal role in
ensuring safety during the Mahakumbh. The
Mahakumbh Mela 2025 is not just a religious
gathering but a testament to India's rich spiritual
heritage, showcasing the harmonious
integration of traditional practices with modern
event management and disaster response
systems.

Historical and Mythological Significance :
The origins of the Kumbh Mela are deeply
rooted in Sanatan Dharma, symbolizing the
eternal struggle between good and evil.
According to Hindu mythology, the event
commemorates the celestial battle between the
gods and demons over the nectar of immortality
(amrit) spilled at four sacred sites: Prayagraj,
Haridwar, Ujjain, and Nashik. Bathing at the
confluence of the Ganges, Yamuna, and the
mythical Saraswati rivers during the Kumbh is
believed to absolve sins and lead to spiritual
liberation.(7)

Unparalleled Scale and Infrastructure : To
manage the influx of over 450 million pilgrims,
authorities have undertaken extensive
preparations:

* Temporary City: A sprawling 4,000-hectare
area has been transformed into a self-
sustaining city with modern amenities.

e Accommodation: More than 150,000 tents
have been erected to house pilgrims, offering
both budget-friendly and luxury options.

* Sanitation and Transportation: Enhanced
facilities, including advanced sanitation
systems and upgraded transportation
networks, ensure seamless movement and
comfort for attendeamenities.

e Cultural and Global Impact : The
Mahakumbh Mela is not just a showcases
event; it is a celebration of India's diversity,
resilience, and organizational capabilities.
This festival showcases:

e Cultural Grandeur: Centuries-old rituals,
discourses by spiritual leaders, and the
vibrant display of traditional art and music.

* Economic Impact: Significant contributions
to tourism, local businesses, and global
recognition of India's cultural richness.

The Mahakumbh Mela 2025 exemplifies India's
ability to blend ancient traditions with modern
infrastructure and technology, making it a
remarkable event that resonates deeply with
spiritual seekers and cultural enthusiasts
worldwide.

LITERATURE REVIEW

(Patel et al., 2021) The COVID-19 pandemic
crisis has had an impact on our immediate
surroundings. With almost 4,000 deaths
recorded in a single day in May 2021, India was
officially recognized as one of the world's worst-
hit countries due to the second wave of the
COVID-19 pandemic, which was even more
destructive and aggressive than the first wave.
During the MahaKumbh festival and other
political mass gathering events, such as election
rallies, millions of pilgrims and followers
disregarded COVID-19 norms, contributing to
the “resurgence and acceleration” of the virus's
spread. This review focuses solely on the effects
of the MahaKumbh festivals, the biggest
religious gathering on Earth, that took place in
India this year amidst the COVID-19 pandemic.
Specifically, it examines how the festivals
affected the quality of the Ganga River and how
the spread of SARS-CoV-2 affected both
participants and their families. The purpose of
this essay is to provide readers outside of India
with a general idea of the potential effects of a
single large-scale gathering of any region on the
global spread of coronavirus infections and the
initiation of the second or third wave of
outbreaks using this case study. In addition, the
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global acceptance of religious large-scale
celebrations has contributed significantly to the
pandemic's spread to far-flung towns and
villages across the subcontinent and the globe,
impacting many regions that lack adequate
healthcare facilities but have otherwise been
mostly unaffected.

(Eldering & Pandey, 2007) An extensive
portion of the populace attends the Mahakumbh
fair, which is described in this text. It is one of the
most important Hindu fairs. It follows the
historical, mythological, and social backdrop of
Prayag*“(Allahabad), on the banks of the Ganges
in northern India, while this massive communal
festival unfolds every twelve years. In particular,
the 2001 Mahakumhha Mela is detailed, and the
various types of pilgrims, priests, and saints are
defined and illustrated. Highlighted are the
living circumstances, everyday routines, and
beliefs based on conversations with pilgrims.

(Ayyagari et al., 2003) The term
“telemedicine”™ refers to a system that allows
for the remote provision of expert medical
advice via the transmission of medical data via
electronic signals. A telemedicine facility was
established in the main hospital of the
Mahakumbh mela, a major religious fair, in
Prayag, a city in north India, as a trial project to
evaluate the effectiveness of TM in developing
nations such as India. Diarrhea cases among
pilgrims visiting the expo surged, according to
daily reports of in-patient and out-patient cases
at the fair. Sanjay Gandhi Post Graduate Institute
of Medical Sciences (SGPGIMS) received this
information and, using its microbiology
department, performed microbiological studies
on patient feces, rectal swabs, and water
samples. Seven out of thirty-one samples
(22.6%) were positive for Vibrio cholerae. “The
health officials were alerted and swiftly moved
to enhance cleanliness when this information
was sent electronically to the Main Hospital at
the show. In the days that followed, the diarrhea
cases dropped dramatically, preventing an
epidemic calamity that might have caused chaos
at the massive event.

(Mehta et al., 2014) Governments at all levels,
including the federal, state, and local levels, as
well as relevant agencies and other stakeholders,
must work together in unwavering
determination to apply innovative techniques for
event management through geospatial databases
in order to ensure the smooth and efficient
execution of mega events such as Simhastha
(Kumbh). According to astrological cycles, the
Simhastha (Kumbh) is held every twelve years
and is the largest gathering of pilgrims. On the
banks of the Holy Kshipra in Ujjain (Avantika),
almost 40 million devotees from all over the
globe are anticipated to gather for the upcoming
Simhastha 2016.Millions of people will need
their accommodation, transportation, nutrition,
and hygiene taken care of (Pollution Control &
Health Management), not to mention the event's
security, crowd control, crime prevention, and
the deployment of skilled labour Under these
circumstances, this paper uses a literature review
to try to understand the many facets of
organizing the “Largest Event on the Planet”
Simhastha Mahakumbh -2016, which will be a
major deal for Ujjain City, the state of Madhya
Pradesh, and the Republic of India. Use this to
provide a synopsis and citations for some of the
theoretical and applied work in the field of Mega
Events' Management.

OBJECTIVE

To study of the impact of Mahakumbh, 2025 on
moral values of human life, environment, water
resources and land use in Prayagraj district of
Uttar Pradesh.

RESEARCHMETHODOLOGY

This study adopts a secondary data-based
methodology to analyze the management of
mass gatherings at the Maha Kumbh Mela 2025
in Prayagraj, Uttar Pradesh. The data sources
include government reports, scholarly articles,
and case studies focusing on infrastructure,
waste management, and safety measures from
previous Kumbh Melas. Statistical data
regarding population projections, waste
generation, and resource allocation are drawn
from official publications like the Comptroller
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and Auditor General (CAG) report, Prayagraj
Development Authority records, and Uttar
Pradesh State Policy documents. Comparative
analyses of past events (e.g., 2013 and 2019
Kumbh Melas) highlight recurring challenges
and inform the recommendations for 2025.”
Emphasis is placed on sustainable practices in
solid waste management, as outlined in the Solid
Waste Management Rules 2016 and action plans
by the National Green Tribunal (NGT).
Infrastructure development, including road
networks, sanitation facilities, and temporary
housing, is studied through documented plans
and audit findings. This approach enables a
comprehensive understanding of event
management challenges and strategies in a
temporal megacity like Prayagraj during the
Maha Kumbh Mela. The study offers actionable
insights for policymakers, emphasizing the
integration of traditional practices with modern
urban planning techniques to enhance event
efficiency and environmental sustainability.
From January 13" to February 26", 2025,
fieldwork lasted 45 days to help understand the
water, sanitation, and hygiene problems as well
as the planning and administration of
KumbhMela 2025. All relevant government
officials and authorities engaged in the Mela's
organizing and administration gave their
consent for this research to proceed in advance.

RESULT AND DISCUSSION

In Mahakumbh Mela of Prayagraj District of
Uttar Pradesh, it has greatly exacerbated air
quality issues, mostly as a result of increased
building, industrial, and vehicle emissions. In
the main city of Prayagraj, now it have
extremely high levels of air pollution as a result
of the state's fast economic growth and
population expansion.

Air pollution sources

Vehicle Emissions: Especially in cities like
Lucknow and Kanpur, the growing number of
cars is a significant source of air pollution.
Higher levels of particulate matter (PM), such as
PM 2.5 and PM 10, which are detrimental to
human health, are caused by increased traffic.

(Mishra, 2024), (Sharma, 2022)

Construction Activities: The air quality is
further deteriorated by ongoing construction
works, which produce dust and other particulate
matter. This is especially noticeable in places
like Varanasi, where despite improvements in air
quality measurements, more building has taken
place. (Mishra, 2024)

Problems with Waste Management: When
waste is burned in the open, harmful chemicals
are released into the atmosphere.(Sharma,
2022), (Aqi, 2024)

Effects of Mahakumbh Mela on the
Environment and Health in Prayagraj :

Poor air quality in Prayagraj has serious negative
effects on health-

Vulnerable Populations: People with pre-
existing medical issues, the elderly, and children
are more vulnerable to the negative effects of air
pollution. Poor air quality in Prayagraj city has
been linked to higher rates of respiratory
conditions, according to studies.

Environmental Degradation: Wider
environmental problems like biodiversity loss
and climate change are exacerbated by air
pollution. The quality of soil and water can be
impacted by pollutants, which can further harm
ecosystems and public health. (Iqair, 2020)

Status of the Air Quality Right Now :
According to real-time statistics as of December
2024, Uttar Pradesh's overall Air Quality Index
(AQI]) is classified as “Unhealthy,” with PM 2.5
levels hitting 129 pg/m?® and PM10 levels hitting
238 ug/m? as well as in current Prayagraj Air
Quality Index (AQI) is 58 Moderate level with
real-time air pollution PM2.5 (13pg/m?), PM10
(38ug/m?*), Temperature (13°C). This
emphasizes how urgently sustainable urban
design and efficient pollution control methods
areneeded.(Aqi, 2024)

The Effects of Mahakumbh on Water
Resources in Prayagraj District : The
organization of Mahakumbh Mela in Prayagraj
district of Uttar Pradesh has had a substantial
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impact on water resources, specifically
groundwater levels and surface water quality.
This analysis focuses on two crucial dimensions:
groundwater depletion and contamination of
rivers and aquatic bodies owing to urban trash.

Depletion of groundwater levels : The
Mahakumbh Mela is experiencing serious
groundwater depletion, which is mostly caused
by rising urbanization and agricultural demands.
It is significantly reliant on groundwater of its
irrigation relying on this resource, accounting
for roughly of total groundwater abstraction in
Prayagraj district of Uttar Pradesh. (Sinha,
2021), (Ahmad, 2023)

Aquifer Stress: According to studies, towns
such as Lucknow are experiencing irreversible
aquifer depletion as a result of extraction rates
that surpass natural replenishment capabilities3.
The city's aquifers are apparently sinking at a
pace of up to 4 cm per year, demonstrating the
critical situation of groundwater resources under
urban pressure. (Mondal, 2022)

Pollution of rivers and water bodies : It has not
only taxed groundwater resources, but it has also
resulted in severe pollution of surface water
bodies.

Waste Discharge: Rapid development and it
have led to a rise in the discharge of untreated
wastewater into rivers. This pollution
jeopardizes both the quality of drinking water
sources and the ecological balance of these
bodies. (Ahmad, 2023), (Sengupta, 2024)

Impact on Water Bodies: Uttar Pradesh has
roughly 245,088 water bodies, the majority of
which are ponds. However, many of these have
dried up or become polluted as a result of
siltation and industrial waste. These bodies of
water are deteriorating, which has an impact on
local biodiversity and diminishes their ability to
replenish groundwater. (Ahmad, 2023)

The Effects of Mahakumbh Mela on Land
Use In Prayagraj District : The Mahakumbh
Mela in Prayagraj district of Uttar Pradesh has
altered land use patterns, with agricultural land
being particularly affected. This phenomena,

caused by socioeconomic variables such as
population increase and economic development,
has far-reaching consequences for food security,
environmental sustainability, and its planning.
As cities grow, the delicate balance between its
development and agricultural preservation
becomes more insecure, necessitating
immediate attention to ensure sustainable
growth.

Key Findings

1. Urban Growth and Agricultural Land Use :
The Mahakumbh Mela has been closely linked
to the decrease of agricultural land in Prayagraj
district of Uttar Pradesh. This transformation
underscores an important trade-off: as cities
expand to meet expanding population and
infrastructural demands, fertile agricultural land
is sometimes sacrificed. The conflict between
urbanization and agricultural operations
demonstrates the difficulties of managing land
resources in quickly growing areas. (Sadaf
Khan, 2019).

2. Drivers of Change : Population increase and
economic development in Mahakumbh Mela are
identified as the key drivers of it's development
in Prayagraj district of Uttar Pradesh. Increased
over population has prompted the expansion of
residential, commercial, and economical zones,
which have frequently come at the price of its
land. Economic incentives, such as increased
work possibilities and living standards in
metropolitan areas, exacerbate this trend. This
highlights the interaction of demographic and
economic variables in affecting land use
patterns. (Sadaf Khan, 2019), (Saumya and
Rashmi, 2023)

3. Environmental Impacts : The transition
from agricultural land to Mahakumbh Mela area
has had substantial environmental implications.
The conversion of farmland into concrete
landscapes disrupts ecosystems, causing an
urgent worry for natural vegetation and
biodiversity loss. It also exacerbates the urban
heat island effect, which raises surface
temperatures and alters local weather patterns.
Hydrological effects, such as lower soil moisture
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and changed water flow, have also been reported
in highly developed areas. These environmental
consequences underline the importance of
sustainable planning that balances development
and ecological preservation.(Saumya and
Rashmi, 2023), (Mundhe, 2024)

4. Future Implications : The growing
urbanization in Prayagraj district of Uttar
Pradesh presents severe problems about food
security and environmental sustainability. As
agricultural land becomes scarcer, local food
production may suffer, jeopardizing farmers'
livelihoods and the region's food security.
Furthermore, loss of fertile land disturbs
biological processes, posing long-term
difficulties to biodiversity conservation and
natural resource management.

DISCUSSION

The study of Mahakumbh Mela's results part
includes a detailed analysis of the effects in
Prayagraj district of Uttar Pradesh on air quality,
water resources, and land use. It has intensified
air pollution, particularly through vehicle
emissions, discharges, and construction
activities, resulting in high levels of particulate
matter and related health hazards such as
respiratory and cardiovascular illness.
Prayagraj's air quality is classified as
“unhealthy,” emphasizing the importance of
sustainable development and pollution control
measures. In Prayagraj district of Uttar Pradesh's
water resources are under tremendous strain as a
result of unsustainable groundwater exploitation
and river and lake contamination.
Overextraction, particularly in metropolitan
areas like Ghaziabad, has resulted in serious
groundwater depletion, while untreated urban
garbage has harmed the quality of surface water
bodies. Efforts to revitalize water bodies
continue, but community engagement remains a
difficulty. Land use patterns have changed
considerably, with agricultural land being
displaced by it's projects. This shift jeopardizes
food security, disrupts ecosystems, and leads to
environmental concerns such as the urban heat
island effect.

Every twelve
years, the Maha Kumbh Mela in Prayagraj
attracts over 100 million people over the course
of the event, making it the world's largest
peaceful gathering (Doron & Jeffrey, 2013).
While the spiritual magnitude of Mahakumbh is
undeniable, the environmental implications of
such a massive congregation are often overlooked.
This research explores the environmental
impacts of Mahakumbh, emphasizing the need
for integrated environmental planning.

Background of Mahakumbh

Mahakumbh derives its significance
from Hindu mythology, where drops of the
nectar of immortality are said to have fallen at
the four sites. The event includes sacred river
baths (snan), spiritual discourses, and religious
rituals. Traditionally, Mahakumbh is seen as a
time of purification, yet ironically, the
environmental footprint it leaves is anything but
pure (Joshi, 2014).

Environmental Impacts

Water Pollution

The most direct environmental consequence of
Mahakumbh is the pollution of rivers,
particularly the Ganga and Yamuna. During the
2013 Mahakumbh in Allahabad, it was estimated
that over 80 million people bathed in the
rivers (Singhetal.,2017). This massive influx
contributes to significant deterioration in
water quality due to:

» Human waste and open defecation
« Ritual materials (flowers, oils, etc.)
» Sewage discharge from temporary settlements

* Industrial effluents from nearby towns
Studies have shown a significant increase in
biochemical oxygen demand (BOD), fecal
coliform levels, and heavy metal
concentrations during the festival period (Rai
et al., 2018). The Central Pollution Control
Board (CPCB) found that water quality
during Kumbh dips below the permissible
bathing standards (CPCB, 2013).

Solid Waste Generation

Millions of devotees generate vast amounts of
solid waste, including plastics, food packaging,
and religious materials. Temporary townships
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for pilgrims, known as 'Kumbh Nagari', produce
tonnes of garbage daily. According to reports
from the 2013 Kumbh, over 1,500 tonnes of
waste were generated every day (Tiwari et al.,
2014).

Air Pollution

The congregation of millions of vehicles and
cooking fires contributes to air quality
deterioration. During Mahakumbh, vehicular
emissions increase sharply due to the rise in
private and public transportation. Temporary
biomass burning and diesel generators used for
electricity in makeshift settlements also
contribute to particulate matter (PM2.5 and
PM10) levels, impacting both human and
ecological health (Verma et al., 2020).

Deforestation and Land Use Change

To accommodate the vast crowds, significant
deforestation and land alteration are carried out.
Riverbanks and floodplains are cleared for tents,
toilets, and roads. This disrupts local flora and
fauna, and increases soil erosion risks.
Furthermore, post-event land restoration is often
inadequate, leading to long-term ecological
degradation (Sharma & Bhattacharya, 2015).

Sanitation and Public Health Risks

Sanitation infrastructure is often overwhelmed.
Although temporary toilets are installed, many
are insufficient or poorly maintained, leading to
open defecation. This poses risks of waterborne
diseases like cholera, typhoid, and dysentery.
The COVID-19 pandemic further highlighted
the health-environment link, as mass gatherings
risk disease outbreaks in poorly sanitized
environments (Gupta & Kumar, 2021).

Case Study: Mahakumbh 2013 in Allahabad

The 2013 Mahakumbh in Allahabad
serves as a pertinent case study. With over 120
million visitors over 55 days, the event saw both
environmental challenges and emerging
sustainable practices.

» The UP Government spent over INR 1,100
crore on infrastructure, including sewage

treatment plants and mobile toilets.

e Over 40,000 sanitation workers were
deployed.

* However, reports indicated untreated sewage
continued to enter the Ganga.

»  Water quality declined by over 70% from
baseline values during peak bathing days
(CPCB,2013).

Government and Policy Interventions

Several initiatives have been taken to mitigate
environmental damage:

GangaAction Plan (GAP)

Initiated in 1986, GAP aimed to reduce pollution
in the Ganga, especially during mass gatherings.
However, lack of coordination and enforcement
limited its success.

National Green Tribunal (NGT) Guidelines

NGT has issued directions for eco-friendly
Kumbh celebrations, including waste
management, prohibition on open defecation,
and regular water monitoring (NGT, 2019).

Smart Kumbh Initiative

During the 2019 Kumbh in Prayagraj, the Smart
City framework was used to enhance
infrastructure through smart monitoring, waste
segregation, and eco-toilets. It marked a shift
toward technologically driven environmental
management (Mishra etal., 2020).

Towards Sustainable Kumbh

Balancing cultural traditions with environmental
sustainability is essential. Suggested strategies
include:

Eco-Friendly Infrastructure

» Use of biodegradable materials

* Solar-powered lighting and clean cookstoves
* Mobile wastewater treatment units

Public Awareness and Behavior Change

Pilgrims must be educated on sustainable
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practices. Campaigns using religious leaders can
help influence behavior change toward proper
sanitation and waste disposal.

Community Participation

Involving local communities and NGOs in
planning and execution enhances accountability
and environmental protection.

Long-Term Environmental Monitoring

A scientific monitoring mechanism should be
institutionalized to assess environmental
changes before, during, and after Mahakumbh.

Conclusion

The Mahakumbh is a cultural marvel but also an
environmental challenge. Its massive scale,
coupled with limited infrastructure and
awareness, poses severe threats to rivers, air,
land, and public health. However, with proper
planning, technological integration, and public
cooperation, it is possible to transform
Mahakumbh into an exemplar of sustainable
mass gathering. Policymakers, religious
institutions, and the public must collaborate to
ensure that future Kumbh Melas reflect both
spiritual and environmental purity.
