Participant Profile 
A total of 531 students 
participated in this survey. The 
gender distribution shows 61% 
Male and 39% Female 
respondents. The college will 
encourage the students to 
participate more in number 
from next session. 

The majority of participants 
are from the B.A. Course i.e. 
326 (61.4%), followed by 
B.Sc. 74 (13.9.%), M.A. 108 
(20.3%)., M.Sc. 20 (3.8%) and 
B.ED. 03 (0.6%). The college 
will encourage the students of 
B.Com., M.Com. and Ph.D. to 
participate more in number in 
this survey from next session. 

53.1% of students reported 
that 85 to 100% of the 
syllabus covered in the class. 

27.9% of respondents stated 
that 70 to 84% of the course 
completed. 

Only 11.3% of students 
indicated that less than 30% of 
the syllabus was covered in 
the classes. 
70.4% of students felt that 
teachers prepare Thoroughly' 
for their classes. 

24.7% of respondents 
described the teacher's 
preparation as 'Satisfactory'. 

A negligible percentage of 
students rated the preparation 
as poorly or indifferent. 

81.5% of students rated the 
teachers' communication as 
'Always effective'. 

Some students found the 
communication to be 
'Sometimes effective' and few 
reported it as Just Satisfactory. 

50.5% of respondents 
described the teaching 
approach as 'Excellent!. 
31.8% of students categorized 
it as Very good'. 

13.7% of participants felt the 
approach was 'Good'.

17.3% stated that such 
discussions happen 'Usually' 

11.7% mentioned that 
feedback is provided only 
occasionally. 

63.1% of students feel the 
institute 'Regularly' promotes 
internships and field visit 
opportunities. 

16.8% labelled these efforts as 
'Often' ocCurring. 
12.2% felt that these 
opportunities are provided 
only sometimes. 

45.8% of students believe the 
teaching process facilitates 
their growth Very well! 

37.5% of respondents rated 
the facilitation as 'Significantly' 
impactful. 

Only 10% of participants 
expressed dissatisfaction with 
this growth process. 

59.3% of students 'Strongly 
agree' that the institution 
provides multiple opportunities 
to learn and grow.

77.8% of students believe that 
teachers 'Fully' identify their 
strengths and encourage 
them.

Very few students described 
that the teachers identify their 
strength and encourage them 
partially. 
74.4% of students agree that 
teachers identify their 
weaknesses and help to 
overcome them 'Every time'.
